* Despite similar demographic and sex work profiles,

women whose entry into sex work was influenced
by the conflict report different experiences and life
circumstances.

Poorer coverage of sexual health services indicate
a need for enhanced outreach and STI/HIV
prevention & treatment services among conflict-
affected sex workers.

Enhancing service provision at non-brothel sex
work venues may be one way to reach sex workers
who have been disproportionately affected by
conflict.
