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The main features of SSD are the following:
* the mass nature of the disease / high prevalence
* high rates of annual increase in patients' numbers;
* danger to other people (infectious diseases);
e affecting young people;

e possibility of preventing and suppressing the
development of the disease at its initial stage;

* social burden.

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HIV, STlIs, and HCV in Ukraine have acquired the status of socially
significant diseases, but official statistics do not reflect the current
level of their prevalence.

The most common STls (trichomoniasis, urogenital
mycoplasmosis, chlamydial infection) are mostly registered among
the female population (80%, 72%, 66%, respectively); syphilis and
gonorrhoea - among men (57% and 63%, respectively).

The worsening situation with syphilis is indicated by the increase
in the incidence of syphilis among pregnant women, mainly in the
city of Kyiv and Kharkiv region.

Currently in Ukraine HIV epidemic is concentrated. However, the
high prevalence of HIV among pregnant women in 7 regions (above
1%), the results of BPD among key populations, the increase in the
incidence of HIV among pregnant women aged 15-24 indicate a
mixed epidemic in these areas.

During the last 5 years, Ukraine has had a relatively stable
epidemic situation with regard to the incidence of HCV, but the
system of surveillance for HCV needs to be regulated.

The prevalence of STls, HIV, HCV among key populations is high -
this leads to the introduction of continuous monitoring of the
situation among KP and the expansion of appropriate response
programes.
